cercano) and the immediate past tense (el pasado
proximo). These are quite easy to use.

Anactionthatis expected totake placeinthe nearfuture

can be expressed with ir in the present tense, plus a and
plus the infinitive of the verb (ir a + infinitive). This is the
near future tense, more withthe senseofam asopposedto
will.

Examples:

’m going swimming - (Yo) voy a nadar
It is going to rain - Va a llover

’m going to write a letter - (Yo) voy a escribir una carta
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The same is true of the recent past tense (el pasado
proximo). Using the conjugated form of acabar in the
present tense, followed by de and the infinitive, gives one
a simple way of expressing the past. For example:

(Yo) acabo de terminar - | have just finished
(Yo) acabo de ver a Guillermo - | have just seen Guillermo

(Nosotros) acabamos de hacer la tarea ~
We have just finished our homework

These two verbs are used frequently in Spanish. It is
important to memorize them since they are extremely
useful in conversation and provide the beginning student
with ashort cut method of changing tenses to future andto
past actions while still using the present tense.

En espaiiol como en inglés, el futuro cercano, que indica
que una accion se va a llevar a cabo en un futuro cercano, se
conjuga usando el verbo ser, to be en el presente going to
mas el infinitivo.
